Answer C - Methuselah lived for 969 years. He was the son of Enoch, who 
walked with God and was Noah's grandfather. 

2) Which of these did not have their name changed in the Bible?​

E) Peter 

Answer D - David did not have his name changed. Sarah was Sarai (Gen. 
17:15), Abraham was Abram (Gen. 17:5), Jacob became Israel (Gen. 
32:28) and Peter was Simon (John 1:42). 

3. What names was Moses supposed to give to the Israelites when 
asked about who had sent him? 



A) "Elohim"​
B) "El Shaddai"​
C) "I am who I am"​
D) "I am the Lord" 

Answer C - "I am who I am" was the answer given by God to Moses when 
he asked about his name. Exodus 3:13-14. 

4. In the stories of Samuel, which is not true? 

A) His mother was called Hannah​
B) He anointed 3 kings of Israel: Joseph, Saul, and David​
C) He succeeded the prophet Eli​
D) He had a vision while he was still very young 

Answer B - The prophet Samuel anointed Saul and David as kings of 
Israel. Joseph was not a king. He had been governor in Egypt many years 
before. 

5. Which animal spoke to Balaam? 

A) donkey​

D) dove 

Answer A - The Lord made the donkey speak to Balaam when he went to 
meet Balak to curse God's people in exchange for riches. Numbers 22:28 

6. As a shepherd, David protected his flock from two dangerous 
animals. Which ones? 

A) snake and camel​
B) bear and lion​
C) snake and wolf​
D) bear and scorpion 



Answer B - David killed a lion and a bear. 1 Samuel 17:34-37 

7. As a baby, how was Moses saved from Pharaoh's murderous 
decree? 

A) He was rushed out of Egypt​
B) He was hidden in a cave​
C) He was put in a basket and thrown into the river​
D) He was taken to the temple to serve God 

Answer C - Moses was put in a basket and left by the river. Pharaoh's 
daughter saw him and adopted him as her son. 

8. How many close disciples did Jesus have?

D) 12 

Answer D - Jesus chose 12 disciples who used to accompany him 
throughout his ministry. Luke 6:12-16 

9. Complete the verse: "For God so loved the world...

B) who sent his Son into the world, so that the world might be saved 
through him. John 6:16​

Answer A - "For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only 
Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life. 
John 3:16

Answer B - Archippus. See Philemon 1:2

Answer C - Benjamin. Saul was a Benjamite. His father was Kish, a man of 
standing, the son of Abiel, the son of Zeror, the son of Bekorath, the son of 
Aphiah of Benjamin. See 1 Samuel 9:1. 

13. What happened when the Lamb broke the seventh seal? 

A) The devil was imprisoned for 2000 years.​
B) A sign that caught up the believers in Christ.​
C) Silence in heaven for about half an hour.​
D) Twelve angels begin sounding the trumpet. 



Answer C - When he opened the seventh seal, there was silence in 
heaven for about half an hour. (Revelation 8:1)

Answer D - Jonah. It is God speaking to the prophet Jonah after Jonah 
became angry that God did not destroy Nineveh. See Jonah 4:11.

D) 170 verses 

Answer A - 176 verses. See Psalm 119:176.

Answer C - The Garden of Eden. This was the place prepared by God for 
Adam and Eve when they were created. Genesis 2:8

D) Matthew and Luke 

Answer D - The birth of Jesus is told in the Gospels of Matthew and Luke, 
at the beginning of the New Testament. Matthew 1 and 2; Luke 2.

D) 3 couples 

Answer A - 4 pairs of people entered the Ark, as well as pairs of various 
animals. They were: Noah and his wife, their 3 sons, Shem, Ham and 
Japheth and their respective wives. Genesis 7:13 

4. Which of the disciples denied Jesus?

Answer C - Peter denied Jesus three times. When Jesus was arrested in 
Gethsemane, Peter fled and followed him from afar, but when asked, he 
denied that he knew the Lord. See Mark 14:66-72. 

5. What was the name of the city founded by Cain after he left God's 
presence?​

A) Sodom​
B) Gomorrah​
C) Enoch​
D) Canaan 



Answer C - After leaving God's presence, Cain built a city and named it 
after his first son: Enoch. Genesis 4:16-17 

6. What did God tell Abraham to look at when he made him a 
promise? 

A) For the rainbow in the sky, a symbol of the covenant with Abraham​
B) To the sand of the sea, that he might count the grains of sand.​
C) To the stars in the sky, so that he could count them.​
D) To the forest of the promised land, to count the fruit trees 

Answer C - God had the stars of heaven counted, if he could count them at 
all, as an illustration of the great offspring he would give to Abraham 
through Isaac.

Answer A - For the price of 30 pieces of silver, Judas made a pact with the 
chief priests to hand Jesus over.

Answer B - Miriam and Aaron were Moses' siblings. See Exodus 15:20-21 
and Exodus 6:16-20.

D) Saul 

Answer A - Samson was ambushed by his lover Delilah, and then revealed 
to her the secret of his strength. Judges 16:18-20 

10. How and where did Paul's conversion take place? 

A) He was called while he was fishing with other fishermen in the Sea of 
Galilee.​
B) He had a dream at night while sleeping in the city of Tarsus​
C) While preaching the Scriptures in the synagogue in Jerusalem​

Answer D - As Paul headed towards Damascus to persecute the 
Christians, he saw a shining light that made him fall to the ground. Jesus 
spoke to him and from that moment on he was converted to Christ.

Answer C - Jehoiakim. In the third year of the reign of Jehoiakim king of 
Judah, Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon came to Jerusalem and besieged 
it.

Answer D - Bethel. Jacob set up the stone as a pillar, poured oil on it, and 
named the place Bethel (formerly Luz). See Genesis 28:18–19. 

13. Who were some of those who joined Paul after hearing his speech 
in Athens? 

A) Nicodemus and his family​
B) Dionysius and Damaris​
C) Archimedes and James​
D) Philetus and Demas 

Answer B - Dionysius and Damaris. See Acts 17:34. 

14. The archangel Michael and the devil disputed over the body of…

Answer C - Moses. Michael the archangel disputed with the devil over the 
body of Moses and said, “The Lord rebuke you!” See Jude 1:9

B) Silas and Barnabas​
C) Crispus and Erastus​
D) Hymenaeus and Alexander 

Answer D - Hymenaeus and Alexander. They rejected faith and were 
handed over to Satan to learn not to blaspheme. See 1 Timothy 1:19–20.

1. How many books does the Bible consist of?

Answer C - The Bible is a collection of 66 books, written in Hebrew, 
Aramaic, and Greek and ranging from Genesis to Revelation. 

2. What is the original meaning of the word 'Bible'? 

A) Bible is the plural of 'biblos' from the Greek and means books​
B) Bible means 'written word' in Hebrew​
C) Bible was the Hebrew name for the tablets of the 10 Commandments.​
D) Bible is a tribute to the first translators, who were called 'Biblians' 

Answer A - The word "Bible" originated from the Greek, referring to the set 
of sacred books. The books were written on papyrus sheets in the form of 
scrolls or parchments. 

3. According to 2 Timothy 3:16, all Scripture is:

Answer C - All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for 
teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for instruction in righteousness.

Timothy 3:16)

Answer B - The Bible is divided into Old and New Testaments, a 
separation of the books written before and after Jesus Christ. The Old 
Testament is made up of 39 books and runs from Genesis to Malachi. The 
New Testament is made up of 27 books and runs from Matthew to 
Revelation. 

5. How was the Bible written? 

A) Throughout Jesus' ministry, the disciples wrote all the books.​
B) For approximately 100 years, a group of 70 prophets wrote the Bible​

Answer D - The Bible was written over the course of more or less 1,600 
years (from 1500 BC to the mid-100s AD) in different languages, by 
approximately 40 authors, at different times, with varying literary styles and 
genres.

Answer B -The central theme of the Bible is the person of Jesus Christ, to 
whom everything converges. From Genesis to Revelation, all the books 
point to God, in the person of Jesus, the author of human salvation (Luke 
24:27, 44-45; Acts 10:43). 



7. According to the NIV (New International Version) what is the 
shortest verse in the Bible?

Answer D - counting the number of characters, Job 3:2 is the smallest: "He 
said:". John 11.35 is the second shortest: "Jesus Wept" and the smallest in 
the King James Version. 

8. Which is the longest and shortest chapter in the Bible? 

A) The largest chapter is Isaiah 66 and the smallest chapter is Psalm 2.​
B) The largest is Psalm 119 and the smallest is Psalm 117​
C) The largest chapter is Lamentations of Jeremiah 3 and the smallest is 
the 2nd letter of John​
D) The largest is Psalm 150 and the smallest is Jude 1 

Answer B - Psalm 119 is the longest chapter in the entire Bible. It is a 
didactic psalm, formed by an acrostic of the Hebrew alphabet, and has 176 
verses. The shortest chapter is Psalm 117, a hymn of praise to the Lord, 
with only 2 verses. The shortest chapter is Psalm 117, a hymn of praise to 
the Lord with only 2 verses. 

9. Which of the following statements is not correct? 

A) The Bible was the first book printed in the world, and from then on it was 
the most translated and sold.​
B) The Old Testament has 39 books and the New Testament has 27.​
C) The Bible is also known as the "Word of God", the "Truth" and the "Holy

Answer D - Moses wrote the Pentateuch (Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, 
Numbers and Deuteronomy - also known as The Torah), making him the 



greatest author in the Old Testament. There were several authors who only 
wrote one book. The author who wrote the most books in the Bible was the 
apostle Paul, with 13 books in the New Testament. 

10. Which original languages was the Bible written in? 

A) Syriac, Hebrew, and Latin​
B) Hebrew, Aramaic, and Greek​

Answer B - The Bible was written in Hebrew (the predominant language 
spoken in Israel during the OT), Aramaic (a set of dialects, assimilated to 
Hebrew, with which some biblical passages were also written), and Greek 
(the language adopted in Israel during the conquests of Alexander the 1st, 
with which the NT was written - Koine Greek). 

11. Which was the smallest tribe of Israel? 

A) Benjamin​

Answer A - Benjamin. After a civil war in Judges 20–21, the tribe of 
Benjamin was nearly wiped out, and the Israelites said, “Today one tribe is 
cut off from Israel.” See Judges 21:6 

12. How many chapters does the Book of Nahum have?

B) 7​
C) 3​
D) 4 

Answer C -  3 Chapters. 

13. What is the longest verse in the Bible? 



​
A) Esther 8:9​
B) Psalm 119:43​

Answer A - Esther 8:9. This verse is the longest because it includes a 
detailed royal decree issued by King Ahasuerus. 

14. Which books of the Bible do not contain the word “God”?

D) Esther and Song of Songs 

Answer D - Esther and Song of Songs.

Answer C - Jesus is the Son of God. The Messiah promised by God since 
ancient times to save all who believe. John 11:27

Answer B - Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea. See Matthew 2:1. It 
had been prophesied long before that the Christ would be born in 
Bethlehem, a town in the region of Judah. Micah 5:2. Hence the Christmas 
Carol 'Oh Little Town of Bethlehem'. 

03. At what age did Jesus begin his ministry? 

A) Around 30 years old​

D) At approximately 7 years old 

Answer A - Jesus began his ministry when he was around 30 years old. 
See Luke 3:23. In Jewish culture, it was around this age that a man was 
considered mature.

B) Repent, consecrate yourself and read the whole Bible​

should deny themselves, take up their cross, and follow him. Luke 9:23-26

Answer A - Jesus never sinned. The Bible is very clear that he is perfect 
and flawless.

Answer B - Jesus said that the greatest commandment is: Love the Lord 
your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind 
and with all your strength. And the second is this: Love your neighbor as 
yourself. See Mark 12:29-31.

Christ means:

Answer C - Areopagus. See, Acts 17:19–20.

Answer C - John. See John 19:26–27.

Answer C - Merab, Saul's eldest daughter, was to be David's wife, but was 
given to Adriel. See 1 Samuel 18:17-19. 



These were the 
most beautiful women on earth. Who were they? 

A) Ada, Olibema, and Basemath.​

Answer B - Sarah died at the age of 127 and was buried by her husband
